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1. Introduction 

Protecting your privacy and personal data is important to us. This Privacy Policy explains how 
personal data are collected, used, stored, shared, and protected in connection with the 
organization of Innovation Week / Týden inovací (the “Event”), including related digital platforms, 
websites, registration systems, mobile tools, communication channels, and on-site activities. 

This Privacy Policy applies to all individuals whose personal data we process, including 
attendees, speakers, partners, exhibitors, startups, investors, volunteers, media 
representatives, and visitors (collectively referred to as “you”). 

We process personal data in accordance with Regulation (EU) 2016/679 (General Data 
Protection Regulation “GDPR”) and other applicable data protection laws. 

2. Data controller and contact details

3. Scope of services covered by this policy 

This Privacy Policy applies to personal data processed in connection with: 

• the Innovation Week conference and Fringe events (physical and online),​
• official websites and subdomains of Týden inovací,​
• registration and ticketing systems,​
• event communication tools (email, newsletters, surveys),​
• networking tools or mobile applications (if used),​
• on-site access control and accreditation,​
• photo, video, and media documentation of the Event. 



 

4. Categories of personal data processed 

Depending on your interaction with the Event, we may process the following categories of 
personal data: 

4.1 Identification and contact data 

Name, surname, email address, telephone number, organization, job title, country, and language 
preference. 

4.2 Registration and participation data 

Event registration details, ticket type, attendance records, session or seminar registrations, 
participation in Fringe events, and badge or accreditation data. 

4.3 Identification document data for venue security 
 
For certain Event venues, including bank-operated venues, we are required by the venue 
operator to collect additional identification data of all attendees as a condition of entry. 
 
In such cases, we may process identification document data, specifically ID card number or 
passport number, provided by you during ticket purchase or registration. 
 
This data is collected solely for venue security and access control purposes. 

4.4 Professional and profile data 

Information you choose to provide for speaker, startup, partner, or attendee profiles, including 
short biographies, company descriptions, and professional interests. 

4.5 Communication data 

Content of communications with us, including emails, feedback, support requests, survey 
responses, and other information you voluntarily provide. 

4.6 Marketing and media data 

Marketing preferences (opt-in/opt-out), newsletter subscriptions, photographs and video 
recordings taken during the Event. 

4.7 Technical and usage data 

IP address, browser type, device information, operating system, date and time of access, and 
interaction with our websites or digital tools. 

We do not intentionally process special categories of personal data (such as health, biometric, 
or sensitive personal data). 



 

5. Sources of personal data 

We collect personal data: 

• directly from you during registration, communication, or participation,​
• from organizations registering participants on your behalf,​
• automatically through technical means (cookies, analytics),​
• from publicly available sources (e.g. professional profiles), where relevant. 

6. Purposes and legal bases of processing 

Personal data are processed only for specific, explicit, and legitimate purposes: 

6.1 Organization and delivery of the Event 

To manage registrations, attendance, speaker coordination, partner activities, networking tools, 
and operational communication.​
Legal basis: performance of a contract; legitimate interest. 

6.2 Communication and customer support 

To respond to inquiries, provide event updates, and handle operational matters.​
Legal basis: performance of a contract; legitimate interest. 

6.3 Marketing and promotion 

To inform you about future editions of Innovation Week or related initiatives, where you have 
given consent or where permitted by law.​
Legal basis: consent or legitimate interest. 

6.4 Media, documentation, and reporting 

Photos and video recordings will be taken during the Event for documentation and promotional 
purposes. By attending the Event, participants acknowledge this.  
Legal basis: legitimate interest; consent where required. 

6.5 Analytics and service improvement 

To analyze attendance trends, improve event quality, and enhance user experience using 
aggregated or anonymized data.​
Legal basis: legitimate interest. 

6.6 Legal and accounting obligations 

To comply with legal obligations, including accounting, reporting, and audit requirements.​
Legal basis: legal obligation. 



 

6.7 Seminar registration via event application 

• Registration for seminars and workshops is carried out exclusively through the official event 
application and is required in order to participate in such sessions. When registering for a 
seminar, the participant’s name and email address are processed and shared with both the 
seminar host and the Event Organizer. 
• These personal data are processed for the purpose of managing seminar participation, 
organizing the relevant session, and communicating important information related to the 
seminar or the Event. 
•The seminar host may process the participant’s contact details for the purposes of organizing 
the seminar and communicating with registered participants. Where permitted under applicable 
data protection laws, the seminar host may also use these contact details for its own marketing 
purposes in accordance with its own privacy policy. 
•The Event Organizer may process the participant’s contact details for event-related 
communication, including information about programme updates and future editions of 
Innovation Week. Any marketing communication is carried out in accordance with applicable 
laws, and participants may unsubscribe at any time. 
 
Legal basis:​
Personal data related to seminar registration are processed on the basis of Article 6(1)(b) 
GDPR, performance of a contract, as the processing is necessary to provide access to and 
participation in the seminar sessions. Processing related to event-related communication and 
improvement of event services may also rely on Article 6(1)(f) GDPR, legitimate interest of the 
Event Organizer to organize and develop the Event and maintain communication with 
participants. Where required by law, marketing communications are sent on the basis of Article 
6(1)(a) GDPR - consent, which may be withdrawn at any time. 
By registering for a seminar through the event application, participants acknowledge that their 
personal data will be processed and shared within the scope described above. 

6.8 Venue security and access control 

The collection and processing of identification document data (ID card number or passport 
number) is required by the Event venue for security screening and access authorization. 

Such data are:​
• collected through the official ticketing provider,​
• shared only with the ticketing provider and the venue operator, and​
• not used for marketing or any other purposes by the Event organizer. 

The venue operator acts as an independent data controller for the identification data processed 
for security screening. The ticketing provider acts as a data processor or independent controller 
in accordance with its own privacy policy. 

Legal basis:​
Processing of identification document data is based on legal obligation and/or legitimate interest 



 

of ensuring security and access control at the venue, and on the performance of a contract, as 
attendance at the Event is conditional upon compliance with venue security requirements. 

Identification document data are retained only for the period strictly necessary to fulfill security 
requirements and are deleted or anonymized thereafter in accordance with applicable laws and 
contractual obligations. 

7. Cookies and analytics 

Our websites use cookies and similar technologies to ensure proper functionality, analyze 
usage, and improve services. 

Where required by law, we request your consent before using non-essential cookies. Detailed 
information is provided in a separate Cookie Policy available on our website. 

8. Sharing and disclosure of personal data 

Personal data may be shared only where necessary and only with trusted recipients, including: 

• IT and technical service providers (hosting, registration, analytics),​
• accounting, legal, and administrative service providers,​
• event partners and suppliers involved in delivering the Event,​
• public authorities where required by law. 

All third parties process personal data under contractual obligations ensuring appropriate data 
protection standards. 

9. International data transfers 

Personal data are primarily processed within the European Union.​
Where data are transferred outside the EU/EEA (e.g. cloud services), we ensure appropriate 
safeguards, such as Standard Contractual Clauses approved by the European Commission. 

10. Data retention 

We retain personal data only for as long as necessary: 

• event-related data: generally up to 3 years after the Event,​
• accounting and legal data: according to statutory retention periods,​
• marketing data: until consent is withdrawn. 

After the retention period, data are securely deleted or anonymized. 



 

11. Security measures 

We implement appropriate technical and organizational measures to protect personal data 
against unauthorized access, loss, misuse, or alteration. These measures include access 
controls, data minimization, secure storage, and staff awareness. 

12. Your rights 

You have the right to: 

• access your personal data,​
• rectify inaccurate or incomplete data,​
• request erasure of personal data,​
• request restriction of processing,​
• object to processing based on legitimate interest,​
• withdraw consent at any time,​
• request data portability where applicable,​
• lodge a complaint with a supervisory authority. 

In the Czech Republic, the supervisory authority is:​

13. Children and minors 

The Event is intended primarily for adults. If minors participate, their personal data are 
processed only to the extent necessary and in accordance with applicable laws, including 
parental consent where required.

We may update this Privacy Policy from time to time. The current version is always available on 
our website. Material changes will be communicated appropriately.
